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New Jersey Register Ready!

The NJ Office of Emergency Management wants to remind residents with special needs that they
can call 2-1-1 to sign onto the New Jersey Special Needs Registry. The registry was established three
years ago to help first responders better prepare to assist individuals with disabilities in an emergency
situation. The program was originally piloted in four coastal communities but is currently operating in 10
counties, including Camden County.

The registry provides residents who may require help due to their physical limitations and
their families the opportunity to give life saving information to emergency response agencies that will aid
them in preparing for day-of-response evacuation and sheltering should a disaster or emergency situation
arise. Residents who register are also directly notified by local officials when an evacuation has been or-
dered to assure adequate time for appropriate action. All information collected is confidential and only

used for emergency planning and response purposes.
